CALL/ACBC 2002 Conference Report 
"Traditions for Tomorrow" 

Larisa Titova

The them e of the CALL/ ACBD 2002 conference 
held in Victoria in May was "Tradit ions for 
Tom orrow " .  This them e perfect ly reflected the 
spir it  of the conference not  only during the 
plenary sessions but  also during social events.  
For m e the CALL conference was an excit ing 
opportunity to learn m ore about  the Canadian 
Associat ion of Law Libraries, put  faces to nam es 
that  I  have seen on the CALL- list , m eet  
experienced and newer librarians from  all parts 
of the count ry, learn about  new developm ents in 
law and find out  about  new publicat ions and 
elect ronic products.  I n this conference report  I  
will provide a sum m ary of the plenary sessions.

Unfinished Business: 
Aboriginal Title and 
Treaties in British Columbia 
Ham ar Foster, professor of Law at  the University 
of Victoria, presented an overview of the 
evolut ion and developm ent  of the aboriginal 
t it le in the 19th and 20th centuries in Canada 
and other count ries such as the United States, 
Aust ralia and New Zealand.  Whereas the earlier 
court  decisions recognized the aboriginal t it le as 
a m oral r ight  and the  r ight  to hunt , fish and 
pick up berries, the Suprem e Court  of Canada 
Delgam uukw decision in 1997 clearly confirm ed 
the existence of the aboriginal t it le as a r ight  to 
the land it self. 

Professor Foster described how the t reaty 
process in Brit ish Colum bia which was originally 
begun by Governor Douglas was interrupted for 
m ore than a century because of the failure of 
the provincial and federal governm ents to deal 
with the issue of the aboriginal t it le.   He 
concluded his presentat ion by describing the 
current  state of the t reaty process in Brit ish 
Colum bia. 
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Aboriginal Justice and the Courts: 
the T’suu T’ina First Nation’s Court 
Two speakers, Judge Tony Mandam in of the 
Provincial Court  of Alberta and Ellery Starlight , 
Peacem aker of the T’suu T’ina First  Nat ion’s 
Court , presented an overview of the T’suu T’ina 
First  Nat ion’s Court  within the context  of 
aboriginal j ust ice issues.  They spoke of the 
difficult ies that  western just ice system  has 
created for nat ive peoples and int roduced us to 
the concept  of peacem aking.   The focus of the 
peacem aking process is on healing and 
restorat ion of spir itual harm ony rather than 
st r ict  cr im e and punishm ent .  The Peacem aker 
court  is an am algam at ion of T’suu T’ina and 
western just ice.  The prim ary object ive of the 
court  is to m ake peace between the accused, 
the vict im  and the com m unity using t radit ional 
values and beliefs of the T’suu T’ina First  
Nat ion.  Peacem aking involves two 
requirem ents - -  the offender m ust  acknowledge 
responsibilit y to the vict im  and  com m unity;  the 
second requirem ent  is the alleged vict im  
part icipat ion.  The role of elders is significant  to 
T’suu T’ina just ice as they hold knowledge of 
the past  including t radit ional j ust ice pract ices.   
Peacem aking has been widely accepted by the 
aboriginal com m unity as it  is based on historical 
t radit ions and values of the T’suu T’ina Nat ion. 

Green Communities: 
Protection of Private Land -- 
Legal and Practical Issues 
Judy Atkins, a lawyer at  the firm  of Hillyer 
Atkins, spoke about  the use of conservat ion 
covenants for preserving private lands in natural 
state.  A conservat ion covenant  is a writ ten 
cont ract  between a landowner and conservat ion 
organizat ion to protect  private land.  
Conservat ion covenants are used to protect  
sensit ive habitat , cultural and scenic values, 
rest r ict  uses of land, create greenways or t rails 
and for other purposes.  Not  all conservat ion 
covenants can be classified as ecological gift s.  
Ecological gift s m ust  m eet  specific criteria such 
as the land m ust  be cert ified as ecologically 
sensit ive, there m ust  be  a qualified recipient  
and fair m arket  value of the land m ust  be 
cert ified by the federal governm ent .   Judy also 

spoke about  the incom e tax im plicat ions 
surrounding ecological gift s and donat ion of 
conservat ion covenants.   

Nichola Walkden, Deputy Execut ive Director of 
the Land Conservancy of Brit ish Colum bia, told 
us about  her organizat ion.  TLC is a charitable 
group that  works to preserve areas of 
ecological, historical, scenic and recreat ional 
value.  They acquire protect ive cont rol for the 
lands and waters through conservat ion 
covenants and ecological gift s.  Nichola noted 
that  even though conservat ion covenants have 
been extensively used in Brit ish Colum bia since 
1994,  m ost  of them  have not  been classified as 
ecological gift s as there was no advantages to 
this classificat ion.  Now the situat ion has 
changed and m any covenants are being 
negot iated under the ecological gift s program . 
In her PowerPoint  presentat ion, the speaker 
showed us specific exam ples of how her 
organizat ion works to protect  precious natural 
places.

Elder Law 
Wednesday’s plenary session addressed  t rends 
in elder law and it s em ergence as a dist inct ive 
specialty of legal pract ice. 

John F. Coupar, a lawyer at   the Victoria firm  of 
Horne Coupar, told us that  elder law is a 
growing and com plex area of law that  refers to 
legal needs of seniors - -  wills, estate and tax 
planning, estate lit igat ion, health care r ights, 
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age discrim inat ion, divorce and fam ily law,  
capacity law and other aspects.  Mr Coupar also 
spoke about   his firm ’s involvem ent  in the Elder 
Care Knowledge Network, a group that  includes 
professionals working with the elderly:  social 
workers, financial planners, m anagers of 
ret irem ent  hom es, health care professionals. 

The overview of new guardianship laws for 
health care by Jay Chalke, Public Guardian and 
Trustee of Brit ish Colum bia, was a logical 
conclusion of the plenary session on elder law.  
The aim  of these new laws is to  protect   seniors 
who are  vulnerable to abuse or incapable of 
m aking their own decisions.

This sum m er, the staff at  the Courthouse 
Library com pleted work on two new resources:  

1. The Table of Unconsolidated B.C. Statutes is 
an alphabet ical list  of Brit ish Colum bia’s 
private, local and unconsolidated acts, 
covering the period from  1872 to June 30, 
2002. The table includes citat ions for the 
original act  as well as any am endm ents, 

2. The B.C. Court  Rules Tables of Am endm ents 
is a list  of the am endm ents to the court  rules 
dat ing from  the 1970s to August  12, 2002. 
The list  is arranged by rule num ber and 
indicates the am ending regulat ions to each 
rule as well as the effect ive dates of the 
am endm ents. 

We plan to update both tables and m ake them  
available on our website later this year. I n the 
m eant im e, if you have any quest ions about  the 
history of a private act  or the court  rules please 
contact  the library at  604.660.2841 or e-m ail 
bccls@bccls.bc.ca. 

SCBC Family Law Judgments at BCCLS 
The Suprem e Court  of B.C. recent ly decided not  
to publish fam ily law judgm ents on the Court  
website, except  for a sm all num ber of 
j udgm ents deem ed to have precedent ial value. 
As of Septem ber 3, 2002, BCCLS is receiving 
and storing all fam ily law judgm ents direct ly 
from  the Suprem e Court  of B.C. These 
unreported decisions will be m ade available to 
users for copy requests. We are also planning to 
create a web-based full- text  searchable 
database, available to m em bers of the Law 
Society, by the end of the year. 

Copyright compliance and self-service 
photocopying at BCCLS libraries 
As of August  19th, the B.C. Courthouse Library 
Society has im plem ented new photocopy 
procedures to ensure that  we are taking 
appropriate steps to com ply with fair dealing 
aspects of copyright  law. The changes we are 
m aking include request ing our users to sign 
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form s and to abide by certain condit ions when 
m aking photocopies on our public access 
photocopiers and printers. These procedures are 
in response to the judgm ent  of the Federal 
Court  of Appeal in CCH Canadian Ltd. v. Law 
Society of Upper Canada 2002 FCA 187. Users 
will st ill be able to use copy cards in our 
photocopiers but  we will be asking users to sign 
a not ice of perm it ted photocopy pract ice when 
purchasing copy cards. The coin operat ion of 
our photocopiers will be discont inued in order to 
ensure that  perm it ted photocopy pract ice not ice 
form s are signed when users purchase the copy 
cards from  our staff. 

We m ay also need to m ake changes to our full 
service photocopying services in the near future. 
Users will be inform ed in advance to any 
changes to our procedures.

Dear Teresa:   

Your let ter of May 18t ’h directed to Stuart  
Morrison was referred to m yself. I  apologize for 
the delay in responding. 

As you are aware, effect ive April 15th, the desk 
hours in Aurora changed from  8: 00 am  to 8: 00 
pm  EST to 8: 00 am  to 6: 00 pm  EST. The order 
desk hours in Vancouver have rem ained the 
sam e, operat ing from  8: 00 am  to 5: 00 pm  PST. 

As we had discussed at  CALL, the change in the 
Aurora office hours was m ade due to a num ber 
of reasons, including the lack of calls received 
by the service desk between the hours of 6: 00 
pm  -  8: 00 pm , EST. Over the three m onth 
period where calls were t racked, an average of 
approxim ately one call per day was received for 
cases between the hours of 6: 00 pm  and 8: 00 
pm . The calls were t racked and stat ist ically 
assem bled on a nat ional basis. 

Prior to the change being im plem ented, a 
num ber of efforts were m ade to inform  the 
custom er base that  ut ilized the service of the 
changes that  were about  to happen. These 
efforts include:  

• The fax cover sheet  on all outgoing cases 
was changed, indicat ing the new hours and 
when they would take effect . This cover 
sheet  was included with all fax and pick-up 
orders processed;  

• On March 20th, a fax not ificat ion was sent  
out  to subscribers of our Sum m ary Services, 
inform ing them  of the changes;  

• The after hours voicem ail not ificat ion was 
changed, inform ing inbound custom ers who 
went  into voicem ail, of the change in hours;  

• All inbound callers to the case- law-on-call 
service were inform ed of the change in 
hours by the custom er service 
representat ive handling their call;  and 

• And, all advert ising has been changed 
showing the new hours of operat ion. 

Cases can st ill be ordered through our 
Vancouver office up to 5: 00 pm , Vancouver 
t im e.  The cases can either be faxed direct ly to 
the custom er for receipt  first  thing the following 
day, or be faxed to our Vancouver office for 
pickup the following m orning. Case orders 
received by our Aurora office up to 6: 00 pm , 
would be processed and sent  to the custom er 
the sam e day. Staff in Aurora have been 
inst ructed to process any fax or pickup orders 
that  they receive up to 6: 00 pin the sam e day, 
regardless if it  takes them  beyond the 6: 00 pm  
closing t im e. 

Decisions such as these are always difficult  to 
m ake. Canada Law Book does, however, 
cont inue to m aintain a high level of custom er 
service through both our Vancouver and Aurora 
offices. I nvestm ents are being m ade in the 
Vancouver office, m ost  recent ly including the 
recent  hir ing of an elect ronic sales 
representat ive and the direct  linking of 
Vancouver with Aurora elect ronically. These 
changes provide im provem ents in the overall 
level custom er service that  we are able to 
provide to our Western custom er base. 

Again, Teresa, thank you for bringing the 
concerns of your m em bership to our at tent ion.
